	August Greens Report 2018

Work Completed

· Application of granular fertiliser to both greens and tees

· 2 x 2 way verti - cut to greens

· 1 x sarol roll to greens and problematic tees at 9,10 and 17. 

· 1 x 2 way verti cut to tees

· Application of growth regulator to greens

· Spot application of herbicide to tree plantations

· Application of fungicide to all greens for the control of Fusarium disease.

· Repairs to walkways at 1st bridge, 2nd bridge and walkway to 16th green

· Repairs to hand rails at bridge leading to 2nd Tee. 

Works Outstanding

· Turfing of worn walkway areas. This outstanding item will be completed within next two weeks. 
Course Update

Greens – have a good and healthy grass coverage. Minor outbreaks of Fusarium disease are currently being controlled by use of fungicides. Recent rainfall has helped considerably in reducing grass plant stress and areas including right side of 9 and front right of 15 have almost completely recovered. 

Tees – have been fertilised and over-seeded. Problem tees such as 9, 10 and 17 have been aerated, wetting agent applied, fertilised, seeded and top dressed to ensure prompt recovery from stress linked to recent drought conditions.  

Fairways – Growth has returned in abundance to fairways and rough areas following recent rainfall.  Twice weekly mowing of fairways has recommenced. 

Machinery Maintenance and Performance 

Our machinery continues to perform well. 

There have been repairs carried out this month to:

· Tees Eclipse mower – electrical issue

· Cushman 1 – reconditioned starter motor

· Cushman 2 – Brake pipe repairs (Replacement rear brakes not required)

We are still awaiting prices and method information for steering pump repair on Cushman 2. 

Irrigation System – our term maintenance contractor visited late July. A number of leaks have been rectified. There are still outstanding issues, however we are looking to prioritise these during winter months.  

Demonstration Machine- we received a week long demonstrator rough cut gang unit. The machine was a Lestec Articulator from Double A Trading Company. The demonstration was not successful as it was unable to mow under a significant number of our tree canopies. 

Cutting Heights

We have been experimenting with lower cutting heights for green surrounds and approaches. We feel this may give better definition between fairways and green surrounds. Will monitor closely and welcome any feedback from committee and members. 
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Trees

There are some premature signs of Autumn, with many trees discarding their leaves, pine cones etc. It is thought that this is linked to drought conditions. It is hoped that recent rainfall will slow down the process.

Neil will be on holiday for two weeks during late September.

Current 45 hour week 6:00 – 3:00 will reduce to 40 hours 7:00 – 3:00 at end of this month.
